This will allow us anglers to get back out and once again enjoy fishing in our 
wonderful watery paradise.  Also remember to be on the lookout for the spring run of Spanish Mackerel as 
they move from the gulf back into Charlotte Harbor.  Look for terns and gulls ñworkingò over the water as the 
Mackerel feed on schools of bait fish. 
 
I would like to continue to encourage all of you to participate in the clubôs on-going ñLadder of Achievementò 
program, ñMaster Angler Contestò, ñMonthly Fishing Challengesò, and ñIsles Trophy Raceò.  Entering is FREE, 
EASY and you can win GREAT PRIZES.
